20055 | RESOLVED that the minutes of the meeting held on Thursday 9" July 2020 were a true record of the meeting and
would be signed by the Chairman outside the meeting.
20/120 PLANNING APPLICATION UPDATE
1) PLANNING APPLICATION: 201102/3. LONG FARM HOUSE, LONGS FARM, MAIN ROAD, WORMINGFORD, CO6 3AN.
The Clerk confirmed that an extension of time had been granted till the 17" September.
2) PLANNING APPLICATION: 200459. FAIRFIELDS FARM, FORDHAM ROAD, WORMINGFORD, COLCHESTER.
The Clerk confirmed that a delay had occurred with this application due to drainage.
3) PLANNING APPLICATION: 193069. LAND TO REAR OF GOODWINS FARM, CREPPING HALL ROAD, WAKES COLNE, COLCHESTER,
CO6 2AP.
The Clerk confirmed that no decision had yet been reached. The Planning Officer was waiting for the application to be
officially withdrawn.
20/121 REC TRUST
1) Mrs Tansley confirmed that the Village Hall would be opening on the 20" September to hirers and that the Rec
Trust had carried out a COVID-19 risk assessment. Signage and hand sanitisers were now in place at the
Village Hall.
The tree near the play area would be removed on the 17t" September.
The positioning of the defibrillator had been raised at a Rec Trust meeting. Discussions had taken place on
whether this should be on the wall of the village hall or outside the pavilion. The Clerk confirmed that this
could be looked at if funding is approved.
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2) The Rec Trust were in discussions about further security lighting. The Clerk had advised them of possible
funding opportunities.

The Rec Trust confirmed that fixing the bin to the ground would make it very difficult to empty. The Rec Trust asked
that this not be carried out.
