23/001 | WELCOME, APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting at 7.00pm. Clir Boyce had sent his apologies due to family
commitments. Cllr Fenn would be late to arrive.
23/002 | DECLARATION OF INTERESTS
No declarations of interest were raised.
23/003 | Co-OPTION
23001 RESOLVED as no applications have been received and there is less than six months to the Elections the Parish Council
would not co-opt at this time.
23/004 | PuBLIC PARTICIPATION SESSION WITH RESPECT TO ITEMS ON THE AGENDA AND OTHER MATTERS THAT ARE OF
MUTUAL INTEREST
A member of the public raised issues about planning application being retrospective and decisions by the Planning
Authority taking so long for a decision.
A member of the public raised issues about overgrown hedges impeding onto the highway. It was also raised that
footpath 34 was difficult to access due to the overgrown foliage, mud and subsidence. These would be reported to
Essex County Council by the Clerk.
A member of the public raised concern regarding the over amount of football being played and the benefit to the
village as a whole, could there be a limit? This would be covered under item 23/012 as this was a matter for the Rec
Trust.
A member of the public confirmed that he had a planning application currently in with Colchester City Council and
having moved from West Bergholt would be interested in becoming move involved in Wormingford.

Clir Barber spoke briefly on the following items:
< All Planning Authorities were suffering staff shortages due to staff leaving into the Private Sector, hence delays
in planning applications and enforcement.
** He agreed to contact AONB regarding any funding for footpath maintenance.
«* The Speed Indicator Device shared with Fordham & Aldham had been funded and despite setbacks would be
installed this month.
< Drainage Works on Church Road would now take place in March, the delays had been to other priority works
on the network.
% Essex County Council budget would be agreed in February, 67% of the budget is allocated to Social Care.
% Essex Highways was outsourced to Ringway Jacobs. Suffolk also outsourced its Highways maintenance.

Clirs Bentley & Fenn attended the meeting held on the 14" December where the following was discussed:
% Fordham Parish Council raised issues regarding vehicles.
«* Factory space is about to double which may lead to more vehicle movements. Clirs believe that CSH are
working within their HGV movements limits.
¢+ Questions were raised regarding the out of hours lighting. It was claimed that this was security lighting.
Cllr Fenn confirmed that any complaints by residents should be directly to the Environment Agency.
23/012 REC TRUST
A member of the Rec Trust spoke briefly regarding the following:
¢ Quiz night and Christmas Fayre had been a success.
** Quiz night to be held every two months.
¢ Coffee morning would be trialled on a Sunday.
** A grant had been received from Essex County Council to hold open the Village Hall as a Warm Space on every
Monday in January, February & March. This would also help with social isolation. Everyone is welcome.
Regarding Football on the Rec Trust Land the following was raised:
% The Pavilion carpark has been reconfigured, meaning less on street car parking.
< Temporary Signs are in place when needed.
** The Pub is being used as an over-flow carpark.
¢ Any bad driving should be reported directly to Essex Police.
+* Visiting teams can be an issue.
¢ The Rec Trust are working on better liaison with the Football club in order to discuss issues.
** The Rec Trust has a contract with the Football club which has several years to run before being renewed.
+* The Rec Trust will discuss issues raised at the Parish Council meeting at the next Trustee meeting.
23/013 SID PROJECT
The Clerk confirmed that the training would take place on the 17" January all Clirs were welcome to attend. The device
would be in Wormingford from the 17" January until the other two villages were ready. The cycle would be monthly
and Wormingford would have the device for a third of the year.
Cllr Byrne would be attending a meeting with both Aldham & Fordham to discuss the project and any arising issues on
the 13t Janaury.

The Clerk confirmed that there had been some difficulty getting Essex Medics Ltd to respond regarding commissioning
the unit, they had now been in contact and she hoped an installation date would happened shortly.

The Clerk confirmed that the article asking for feedback from residents regarding Affordable Rural Housing was put in
the December Worm magazine along with on the Parish Council website and Facebook page. No comments had been
received; this would be brought back to the February meeting.

The Clerk gave an update on the request for a width restriction on the Wormingford Bridge. The vehicle volume data
had been received and was not carried out in the harvest period as requested.

Cllrs were disappointed and questioned that this was about the size of vehicles rather than the volume. Clir Barber
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confirmed that another survey could be carried out during the harvest period of 2023.

The Clerk confirmed that their role was to report any issues to the Parish Council, so that they could be
reported to Essex County Council. Many thanks was given for them stepping forward to report issues on the Public
Rights of Way.
